Position: Pantry Food Transporter

Purpose: The pantry is an extremely important service that APEB offers our clients. We need a volunteer to help transport food and personal products from the Alameda County Food Bank to APEB every Wed morning. Responsibilities:

· Meet APEB staff members at Alameda County Food Bank (directions below) at 8:45 am on Weds. with a car.
· Help load food into all APEB cars.

· Drive with staff to APEB locations and drop off food.

Qualifications:

· Access to a car with insurance.

· Ability to lift at least 30 lbs. 

· Experience and comfort working with communities of color, gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, and queer individuals, and people living with HIV/AIDS.

Orientation will be provided to all volunteers.  

Supervision: The Pantry Food Transporter is directly supervised by the Client Services/Wellness Center Director. Case managers and the volunteer coordinator are also available for support. 

Hours: Wednesdays from 8:45am-10:00am.
Length of Commitment: Pantry Food Transporter is asked to work at least two Wednesdays per month for a minimum of three months. If Food Transporter is interested in continuing to volunteer after this period, they may do so at the discretion of their supervisor.
